February 20™, 2018

The Des Moines County Board of Supervisors met in regular session at the Court House in Burlington at 9
AM on Tuesday, February 20", 2018 with Chairman Jim Cary, Vice-Chair Tom Broeker and Member Bob Beck
present.

Unless otherwise noted, all motions passed unanimously.

Changes to the tentative agenda. Removed item B — BT Farms Subdivision. Removed work session with
IT Director.

Meet with Department Heads and Elected Officials: County Engineer Brian Carter stated the recent rains
and predicted warmer weather will soften the gravel roads. He cautioned everyone to have patients and be careful.
Safety Director Angela Vaughan reported her office is working on changing policies on blood borne pathogens and
Hep B vaccinations. Jail Administrator Doug Ervine reported the jail population is 77. The new inmate phone
system should be working by February 27" or 28™. Zach James, SEIRPC introduced co-worker Jarred Lassiter.
They are working together on Land Use issues for the County. He mentioned BT Subdivision was removed from
the agenda because they are waiting on a fence waiver. The subdivision will be placed on next week’s agenda once
the waiver is received. Chief Deputy Jeff White agreed with the Engineers caution on the gravel roads. A couple of
cars have gone in the ditch because of the soft shoulders on the roads. CDS Director Ken Hyndman stated Five Star
Quality training will take place this week. The RFP bids for the Recovery Center are due by March 1%, Burlington
Fire Chief Matt Trexel was present. He stated they will hold a table top drill on a countywide disaster pipeline
emergency next Tuesday at the Fire Station.

Accounts Payable Claims in the amount of $1,515,366.15 were approved upon motion made by Broeker
and seconded by Beck. Cary stated $1,224,613 of the claims was from three entities, Secondary Roads for gravel
and materials, Conservation for a land purchase and MHDS — SEIL Region claims. Conservation Director Lee
stated the land purchase was for the Harold Linder property and they will be closing on this property on February
21%t, Harold Linder passed away a few years ago and the family is following his wishes to sell the land to
Conservation. The purchase cost is 100% grant funded.

Contract for Flint River Trail, lowa DOT#TAP-R-C029(076)-8T-29. Conservation Director Lee stated the
contracts are for the middle section of the recreational trail within Starr’s Cave Preserve. The contractor bid was
previously approved. Beck motioned to approve the contract with KLC Construction LLC. Broeker seconded.

Class B Beer (BB) Liquor License including wine coolers for 34 Raceways was submitted. Broeker
motioned to approve the license. Beck seconded.

Medical Examiner Investigator contracts were presented for Lori Plath and Rebekah Shenkor. Broeker
stated the county was lucky to receive applications from seven good individuals for the positions. Broeker motioned
to approve the contracts. Beck seconded. Broeker further explained the county is responsible to hire medical
examiner investigators called to the scene of a death to determine the cause and whether to contact the Medical
Examiner to determine if an autopsy is needed.

Conservation Board member resignation. Cary read into record Angela Vaughan’s letter of resignation.
She will remain on the board until a new member is appointed. Conservation Director Lee stated they will reopen
the application process and accept applications through March 13%, and appoint a new member on March 20", The
new member will be sworn in at the following Conservation Board meeting on April 4. Broeker motioned to
accept Vaughan’s resignation with regret. Beck seconded.

Resolution to fix a date for public hearings on general obligation County purpose loan agreements in an
amount not to exceed $3,750,000 were presented. Broeker stated this is the annual line of credit bond for the
insurance program and capital improvement expenditures. Cary read the statement related to financing the County’s
insurance programs, repairs and improvements and equipment for County buildings and the acquisition of vehicles
for County Departments. Broeker motioned to approve the resolution setting the public hearing for March 6™ at
9:00 AM. Beck seconded.

WHEREAS, the Board also proposes to enter into a loan agreement (the “County Building Improvements
Loan Agreement”) in a principal amount not to exceed $350,000, pursuant to the provisions of Sections 331.402 and
331.441 of the Code of lowa, for the purpose of making repairs and improvements to County buildings and
acquiring equipment for use in County buildings; and

Committee Reports: Broeker attended a Grow Greater Burlington meeting this morning. They are working
on a new five-year plan. He attended a SEIL Mental Health Governance Board meeting. They approved claims and
discussed additional resources that may be available for a national alliance on mental illness affiliate for the region.
He attended a State MHDS Commission meeting. The Commission discussed recently introduced bills in the Senate
and House. Core Services were recommended and several other items were addressed. Possibly another mental
health redesign. CDS Director Hyndman was concerned about the requirement to provide more core services
without additional funding. Beck attended a meeting with Mike Norris/SEIRPC, three county representatives met to
discuss what is going on in the county. Cary attended a RUSS meeting. The finances are in the black. They have
installed shutoff valves for some systems. The new pump truck is working well and will be painted to advertise for
RUSS. They will pump grease traps and septic systems.

Meeting was adjourned at 9:36 AM.
Following the meeting were two work sessions:

Board of Supervisors, Budget Director and Departments were present to discuss the FY2019 budget. New
handouts were presented with budget changes since the last work session. Several salary and insurance line items
were adjusted. Sate backfill money in the amount of $385,000 was taken out since it is unclear if the state will
continue to reimburse the backfill. The MHDS levy was reduced to $0 in anticipation of reducing this funds ending
balance per state requirement. The General Basic levy will be $7.445 and the Rural Services levy will be $3.68 for a
total rural levy rate of $11.125. This is unchanged from the FY2018 levy rate.

The Board of Supervisors and County Engineer took a project tour.
